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Ola Electric gears up for
India's largest automotive IPO

by early 2024Investment from countries
such as Mauritius, Singapore,
and the Netherlands in unlisted
Indian start-ups will attract
angel tax.

The government has
notified the list of “specified
jurisdictions” featuring 21
nations, including the US, the
UK, Australia, and Germany,
which will be eligible for
immunity from the new tax.

However, countries such as
Singapore, Ireland, the
Netherlands, and Mauritius,
from where most of the
investment comes to India, do
not find mention in this list.

Investment vehicles in
Mauritius and Singapore are
used by global investors to
enter India and invest in the
unlisted space. Experts are of
the view that it is not clear that
whether specific special
purpose vehicles (SPVs)
located in non-specified
countries will get immunity
from the tax.

“A limited relief has been
granted to certain categories of
investors such as category 1
foreign portfolio investors,
pension funds, and broad-
based investment funds. Even
such investors may need to
take a re-look at setting up SPVs
for investment in India vis-a-vis

Just a few days after it
secured $300 million in fresh
funding led by a sovereign
fund, Ola Electric, India’s
largest electric vehicle
company, is said to be in talks
with financial and legal
institutions to go for the much-
awaited initial public offerings
(IPOs) slated to be in early
2024.

Sources say it has already
begun the process to prepare
its draft prospectus for an IPO
which will be filed latest by
September to Sebi for
clearance.

According to sources, the
company is in talks with Kotak,
Goldman Sachs, Citibank, and
others as banking partners for
the IPO. It has hired law firms
Cyril Amarchand Mangaldas
and Shardul Amarchand
Mangaldas as legal advisors.

Just a few days ago, Ola
Electric secured fresh funds
which helped to increase its
valuation from $5 billion in
January 2022 to $6 billion now
as part of its pre-IPO offering.
If the clearances come in time,
sources say the IPO could be
slated for the first quarter of
the calendar year 2024. An Ola
spokesperson declined to
comment.

Currently, founder and
promoter Bhavish Aggarwal
has a 40 per cent stake in Ola
Electric which is expected to
be diluted by 2 per cent after
the fresh raising of funds from
the sovereign fund.

Ola is banking on the fact
that it is already the largest
player in the electric two-
wheeler space with a market
share of 34 per cent in April
and registrations of over
21,560 vehicles (actual sales
will be higher) based on
VAHAN data. Its closest
competitor is TVS with 8,718
vehicles.

Ola Electric already has an
annual run rate of $1.2 billion
and is Ebitda (earnings before
interest, tax, depreciation, and
amortisation) positive at the
operational level.

The recent fundraise and
the IPO will be able to finance
the company’s ambitious
expansion. One goal is to
increase its manufacturing
capacity of electric two-
wheelers from 0.5 million to 2
million in the next phase. This

investing directly to avail of
angel-tax exemption. Not
including Singapore, the
Netherlands, and Luxembourg
is surprising, considering a
large number of investments are
routed to India through these
jurisdictions, which are
important financial centres,”
said Gouri Puri, partner, Shardul
Amarchand Mangaldas & Co.

According to industry
estimates, Singapore, Mauritius
and the UAE together
constitute over 50 per cent FDI
in India, and keeping them out
of the list would impact the
whole start-up industry.

Last Friday, the Central
Board of Direct Taxes (CBDT)
had proposed to exempt a host
of foreign investors including
sovereign wealth funds,
pension funds, banks, and
insurers from angel tax. It had
also put out additional
valuation norms for those that
come within its net. Barring
hedge funds, broad-based
pooled investment vehicles or
funds in which the number of
investors is more than 50 have
been excluded from the tax.
Besides, foreign investment in
start-ups recognised by the
Department for Promotion of
Industry and Internal Trade
(DPIIT) will not attract this tax,
the CBDT had said.

accept valuations by a merchant
banker done within 90 days of
the issue of shares by a start-
up.

“By mentioning this list of
countries, the government aims
to attract more foreign
investment into India from
countries that have robust
regulatory frameworks. This
move aligns with the
government’s initial intention of
bringing foreign direct
investment within the purview
of angel tax to prevent the
circulation of unaccounted
money,” said Sandeep
Jhunjhunwala, partner, Nangia
Andersen LLP.

Austria, Canada, the Czech
Republic, Belgium, Denmark,
Finland, Italy, Iceland, Japan,
Korea, Russia, Norway, Sweden,
New Zealand, and Israel are
among other nations exempt
from the tax.

Leaving out start-ups
registered with the DPIIT, the
Union Budget has brought
overseas investment in unlisted
closely-held companies within
the tax net.

For a start-up to escape the
angel-tax provisions, apart from
registering itself with the DPIIT,
there is a threshold of Rs 25
crore paid-up capital and share
premium.

Anil Agarwal's Vedanta pledges nearly
all its HZL stake to raise funds

Billionaire Anil Agarwal-
owned Vedanta Ltd has
pledged almost its entire 64.92
per cent stake in Hindustan
Zinc (HZL) to raise funds, the
company’s submissions to the
stock exchanges have shown.

The shares were pledged
to JPMorgan Chase Bank on
May 23, according to the
filings. The company has been
continuously increasing the
pledging of its shares in HZL
over the past one year, with the
latest 3.3 per cent of the total
equity pledged on Tuesday.

Vedanta raised a fresh loan
of about $850 million in a five-
year tenure deal with
JPMorgan Chase & Co and
Oaktree, Bloomberg reported
on Wednesday. The funds
were raised just days before
Vedanta Resources, the
London-based parent, was to
repay a $500-million bond.

When contacted, Vedanta
did not comment on the matter.

In the fiscal year ended
March this year, Vedanta Ltd
had paid a record dividend of
Rs 37,700 crore, helping its

parent to repay its debt. On
May 23, Vedanta announced its
first interim dividend for the
ongoing fiscal, amounting to Rs
6,877 crore. Vedanta Resources
owns 68.11 per cent in Vedanta
Ltd, which, in turn, holds a stake
in HZL.

In FY23, Hindustan Zinc
paid four dividends worth Rs
31,900 crore, thus becoming a
net-debt company for the first
time.

In January this year, the
group had proposed to merge
its global zinc assets with HZL,
but the Indian government,
which holds a 29.5 per cent
stake in HZL, nixed the plan,
saying the proposal was
against the interests of the
minority shareholders.

With the help of dividend
and the sale of stake worth $200
million in Vedanta in FY23,
Vedanta Resources has repaid
the loans and bonds that were
maturing till April. With this,
Vedanta Resources has
reduced its gross debt by $1
billion to $6.8 billion.

But analysts are worried

over the fate of bonds maturing
later this year. A report by
CreditSights, a research firm,
said it was concerned about
VRL’s $4.1 billion debt coming
due in FY24, for which the
company will likely have to
heavily rely on a $2 billion
fundraising.

The group is in talks with
Farallon Capital to raise funds,
bankers said.

“We see limited room for
VRL’s Opcos (operating
companies) to upstream more
dividends, given multiple
rounds of dividend payouts that
have depleted their cash
balances, and that will only be
partly replenished with
operating cash generation
during the course of the year. In
turn, we remain cognizant that
VRL could face a major liquidity
crunch in the second half of
fiscal 2024 should the $2 billion
refinancing fail to materialise in
the next 2-3 months,” warned
CreditSights in a report on May
11.

Analysts are also worried
over the falling metal prices that
could impact the cash flows of
the Indian operating companies.

is necessary because it aims to
reach sales of 1 million by the
end of 2023 since its launch-
nearly three times the 300,000
vehicles it has sold since its
launch in the country 18
months ago.

In addition, work is in full
swing to build its battery cell
factory which will require $0.5
billion for powering batteries of
up to 5 GWh in the first phase.
The plan is to kickstart its
operations by December end
and source even its cells which
are currently imported from its
own unit.

The company is eligible
under the production linked
incentive scheme for batteries
of up to 20 GWh. Ola Electric
intends to hike it up to 100 GWh
and hit 10 million per annum
eventually at the two-wheeler
facility in its Gigafactory in
Tamil Nadu.

The company is also
expected to launch 5-6 models
in the scooter segment in the
coming months. It is also
reported to be planning a foray
into the motorcycle segment,
with 3-4 models planned by the
end of the year.

This is expected to scale up
Ola's business significantly
with strong growth in revenue
and market share. It is also
launching its lowest-price
electric scooter at less than
85,000 in July with the aim at
ramping up volumes multiple
times.

However, the big challenge
for the electric two-wheeler
market is the government’s
decision to cut the Faster
Adoption and Manufacturing
of (Hybrid &) Electric Vehicles
in India subsidy by a third-a
signal that it might be
withdrawn altogether from
April next year. According to
ICRA, the subsidy on an Ola
scooter with a 3.97 kWh battery
will fall by 62 per cent from Rs
59,000 to Rs 22,500. While most
companies say they will have
to pass on 10-20 per cent of the
extra cost to consumers, this
could still slow down the sales
growth.

From the start, Ola has
taken a neutral stand on the
withdrawal of the subsidy.
Analysts say it might be able
to absorb a large part of the
cost as it has cash on its books
and growing economies of
scale.

Vi cuts net loss to Rs 6.4K
crore; logs first post-merger

Vodafone Idea (Vi) on

Thursday reported
consolidated net loss of Rs
6,418 crore in Q4 FY23 on a

year-on-year (YoY) basis on
the back of an increase in
operating expenses. The net
loss was 2.2 per cent lower on
a YoY basis due to revenue
growth and increase in 4G
customers.

In the same period last year,
the company had posted a net
loss of Rs 6,563 crore. It also
reported its first annual revenue

growth after the merger of
Vodafone India with Idea in
2018. On a sequential basis, the
net loss was down by 19.6 per
cent.

variety and lot of local
adaptations,” said Tarun Jain,
chief executive officer of Tim
Hortons India.

“When we launched in the
north, we had makhni pasta for
example, which was more suited
to the localities there. Now,
when we are coming to
Mumbai, we have added a
couple of products like a
Samosa and a Baida roll which
is more in sync with the local
taste preferences in Mumbai.”

Starbucks India, another
coffee chain , recently
increased Indian options on its

menu. It added masala chai,
elaichi chai and milkshakes and
pre-packed sandwiches and
other food items.

Tim Hortons’ cheapest food
item in India is Timbits, or ‘donut
holes’ priced at Rs 39.

Jain believes that Tim
Hortons has entered the Indian
market at the right time. He said,
“I think this is a great time to
enter India.”

Jain said the company is
considering tier 1 markets for
expansion now. The chain has
13 stores in North India.
